Eligibility
e Athletes must be members of Biathlon Alberta eligible to represent Canada at
the 2014 World Youth/Junior Championships, and must compete, unless pre-
selected, in the Biathlon Canada competitions designated as trials for the 2014
World Youth/Junior Championships.

e Athletes must appear on the Biathlon Canada list of athletes eligible for the
2013-14 World Youth/Junior Championships (WYJCH)

Subsidy calculation

This is a performance-based subsidy. Subsidies will be based on the results from the
trials, as calculated by Biathlon Canada:

Athletes selected to compete at WYJCH: 100%

*Best-of percentage >= 95.00%: 75%

*Best-of percentage >= 90.00%: 50%

Athletes may qualify under only one of these criteria.

Subsidy Amount: The 100% value is set at a minimum of $400.00.
* “Best-of” percentages will be calculated by Biathlon Canada according to the 2013-14
National Team program.
